General Information:  
Margaret Murphy Centers for Children opened in 2000 to provide intensive evidence –based services, based on principles of Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA), to students with Autism who had extensive needs. It has since grown to include 7 self-contained schools and 2 public school programs, expanding the population served to include students with all varieties of emotional, behavior and developmental needs. While we continue to make extensive use of ABA, we have a strong focus on intensive direct instruction for academic, social and functional skills. Community-based programming and pre-vocational skills also are essential as we prepare students to re-enter public schools and/or adult life. We are a strongly data driven program with a high staff to student ratio, focusing on continuous improvement and evidence-based best practices. 
The MMCC organization currently has 163 enrolled students and employs 33 Special Education Teachers; 173 Educational Technician IIIs; 4 licensed psychologists (2 of whom also are credentialed BCBAs) and 2 School Psychologists who also are credentialed BCBAs; 17 additional BCBAs and 1 BCaBA; 3 Social Workers; 1 Transition Coordinator; 1 Public School Liaison and numerous part-time and full time Speech Pathologists and Occupational Therapists. In addition to the Executive Director, programs are supervised by an assigned professional at each site.
Referral Process:
Students in the Central Maine area can be referred by contacting MMCC Executive Director Michelle Hathaway, while students in the Southern Maine area can be referred by contacting MMCC-Saco Director Dr. Rebekah Bickford. The referring agent will be asked to complete a Request for Consideration Packet, which will include gathering and sending records. The packet can be emailed and will soon be available on the MMCC website, which is currently under revision. Once the packet is submitted, the student will be observed by MMCC staff, and a decision will be made about programming. Upon acceptance for enrollment, an intake process is completed and specific transition to the program is determined collaboratively with sending schools.

	STUDENTS: Our students have a variety of diagnoses and behaviors, including Autism, PTSD, ADHD and other Emotional Disturbances. 
PROGRAM: Open in the fall of 2013, our classroom structure includes individualized and group instruction  in academics, social skills and language skills. Each student’s program is highly individualized, based on strengths and needs. Being located within an elementary school, the Bridge Program creates a day treatment setting within a less restrictive environment. Our students benefit from typically developing peer models in social and language skill development, while also having opportunities for activities afforded to all students. One of the greatest benefits of this setting is that we have been able to more easily transition some of our students into less restrictive special education programs within the public school.

In the continuum of educational placements, we regard Falcon as a stepping stone for students to cultivate their academic, social and communication skills while developing and strengthening their ability to cope with difficult circumstances so that they can move on to a less restrictive environment.

PROGRM Our Middle and Secondary Program, opened in 2013, includes intensive individualized 1:1 instruction and small group activities focusing on academic learning, daily living and functional skill building, community and social skills development, and acquisition of pre-vocational skills. Teaching strategies include direct instruction, guided instruction, repeated practice, and generalization of skills that build upon each other.  We offer hands on learning opportunities and outdoor adventures that bring excitement and creativity to the teaching-learning process.  Prevocational skills taught in the school setting are transferred into the community at one of our many supporting local businesses. With transition back to public school ever in mind, we employ best practices and support that will prepare students for the expectations of public school life. Our on-site Transition Coordinator also provides direct support to students as they transition to adulthood services.

	STUDENTS: The Rodman Road location, opened in 2009, currently serves 60 students, ages 20 months to Grade 8 with moderate to severe disabilities. Currently half of the population is in the Pre-K age range. Students may be identified with Autism, Intellectual Disability, Other Health Impairments, Emotional Disability, Multiple Disabilities or other developmental and mental health diagnoses. 
PROGRAM: As with all MMCC sites, the range of techniques and procedures identified within the researched field of Applied Behavior Analysis is utilized in order to address delays and deficits in the areas of functional learning skills, communication, daily living skills, socialization and social skills, motor skills, behavior regulation, coping skills and community living skills.  Students at Rodman Road have a highly individualized program. Most students require a 1:1 program, but some of the younger students also may receive all or part of their program delivered with non-disabled peers in the MMCC Child Care Center which is located at Rodman Road. MMCC provides child care services for children ages 6 weeks to age 5. This year, MMCC is piloting a 5-Year Old Program. The MMCC Child Care Center is primarily for employees’ children, with occasional openings for the public and mainstream opportunities for our Pre-K students. 
***The Rodman Road location is home to a 55 gallon salt-water aquarium, allowing our students to have authentic learning experiences with marine life.

Our staff members bring solid experience and great commitment to our well-functioning team. 
***Our building is undergoing extensive renovation and is being approved for further occupancy in stages. We anticipate the next part of the building to be ready by mid-November 2015, enabling us to accept more students Final completion is expected by January 1, 2016.
